In case you are unclear about this annual event, here’s some info that may help: 
• The purpose of this event is to raise funds to keep our arts integration curriculum 
thriving. The staff votes on how they would like to see the money spent. Last  year 
the proceeds were split up as follows: 20% for individual classroom art supplies; 
20% for maintenance of music and art equipment; and 60% was used to purchase 
class sets of cameras; a laminator; and to pay for professional development in the 
arts. 
• The event will begin at 6:00pm at Motorco Music Hall with our very own CPSC 
student bands performing! They have been working with band members from local 
bands to write and perform music for SOA! Following their performances we have 
a line-up of three popular local bands: Megafaun, The Beast, and Mount Moriah.

Please note that alcohol is available for purchase throughout the event. There will 
be a separate area for the Silent Auction and child friendly activities. Childcare is 
available in our library from 7-10pm, $5 per child….pre-register at the front office 
(space is limited.)
